A B MAIN SERVICE (VEHICLE EXTERIOR) 

 

Check condition of wiper blades. 

Check tyre pressures, condition, tread depth, signs of uneven wear and suitability (including 

spare). 

Inspect brake pads for wear (disk condition on pad change). 

Replace brake fluid (every 3 years). 

 

MAIN SERVICE (UNDER BONNET) 

 

Renew anti-freeze (every 10 years or 150,000 miles)# 

Renew air cleaner element 

150k Renew front accessory drive belt 

150k Renew fuel pump drive belt & tensioner (10 years or 150,000miles) 

Renew camshaft drive belt & tensioner (10 years or 105,000miles) 

Renew fuel filter element 

Drain fuel filter sedimentor 

Check/top up brake fluid level 

Check/top up coolant level 

Check/top up windshield washer reservoir 

Check/top up power steering fluid level 

 Check/top up battery electrolyte level 

Renew pollen filter 

 

MAIN SERVICE (UNDER VEHICLE) 

 

Renew engine oil and filter 

Renew automatic transmission fluid (10 years or 150,000miles)# 

Visually check under-bonnet and under-body for fluid leaks 

 

A B MAIN SERVICE (ROAD TEST) 

 

If fault lamps illuminated, interrogate system (WDS/IDS) & report# 

Carry out road test and check the following: 

Correct operation of drive selector and interlock function 

Condition and operation of seatbelts 

Correct operation of steering lock (if fitted)
